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Ribbon Cutting to Celebrate the Grist Mill Trail Extension Opening

The Grist Mill Trail Extension was first conceived of shortly after Tropical Storm Agnes wiped out portions of River Road in 1972 and eliminated the Howard County connection to The Patapsco State Park in Ilchester.

The Ribbon Cutting Ceremony will be on Saturday, November 4th at 10AM just north of the intersection of Ilchester Road and Bonnie Branch Road. Shuttle buses will run from 9AM until Noon.  Free parking will be at Our Lady of Perpetual Help, 4795 Ilchester Road, Ellicott City, MD 21043.  No parking is available at the site.

A new pedestrian bridge over the Patapsco River will complete the 1.25 mile Grist Mill Trail Extension, a multi purpose trail that provides ADA accessible access into the Patapsco State Park from Ellicott City, Catonsville and other upstream communities for the first time since Agnes struck in June of 1972.
